“Listen! A farmer went out to plant some seed. As he scattered it across his field, some of the
seed fell on a footpath, and the birds came and ate it. Other seed fell on shallow soil with
underlying rock. The seed sprouted quickly because the soil was shallow. But the plant soon
wilted under the hot sun, and since it didn’t have deep roots, it died. Other seed fell among
thorns that grew up and choked out the tender plants so they produced no grain. Still other
seeds fell on fertile soil, and they sprouted, grew, and produced a crop that was thirty, sixty,
and even a hundred times as much as had been planted!” Then he said, “Anyone with ears to
hear should listen and understand.”

Later, when Jesus was alone with the twelve disciples and with the others who were
gathered around, they asked him what the parables meant.

He replied, “You are permitted to understand the secret of the Kingdom of God. But | use
parables for everything | say to outsiders, so that the Scriptures might be fulfilled:

‘When they see what | do,
they will learn nothing.

When they hear what | say,
they will not understand.

Otherwise, they will turn to me
and be forgiven.”

Then Jesus said to them, “If you can’t understand the meaning of this parable, how will you
understand all the other parables? The farmer plants seed by taking God’s word to others.
The seed that fell on the footpath represents those who hear the message, only to have Satan
come at once and take it away. The seed on the rocky soil represents those who hear the
message and immediately receive it with joy. But since they don’t have deep roots, they don't
last long. They fall away as soon as they have problems or are persecuted for believing God’s
word. The seed that fell among the thorns represents others who hear God’s word, but all
too quickly the message is crowded out by the worries of this life, the lure of wealth, and the
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desire for other things, so no fruit is produced. And the seed that fell on good soil represents
those who hear and accept God’s word and produce a harvest of thirty, sixty, or even a
hundred times as much as had been planted!”

Herod was
greatly disturbed whenever he talked with John, but even so, he liked to listen to him.

Herodias’s chance finally came on Herod’s birthday. He gave a party for his high government
officials, army officers, and the leading citizens of Galilee. Then his daughter, also named
Herodias, came in and performed a dance that greatly pleased Herod and his guests. “Ask me
for anything you like,” the king said to the girl, “and | will give it to you.” He even vowed, “I will
give you whatever you ask, up to half my kingdom!”

She went out and asked her mother, “What should | ask for?”
Her mother told her, “Ask for the head of John the Baptist!”

So the girl hurried back to the king and told him, “I want the head of John the Baptist, right
now, on a tray!”

Then the king deeply regretted what he had said; but because of the vows he had made in
front of his guests, he couldn’t refuse her. So he immediately sent an executioner to the
prison to cut off John’s head and bring it to him. The soldier beheaded John in the prison,
brought his head on a tray, and gave it to the girl, who took it to her mother. When John’s
disciples heard what had happened, they came to get his body and buried it in a tomb.

Evening Gospel: Mark 15:1-20

Very early in the morning the leading priests, the elders, and the teachers of religious law—
the entire high council—met to discuss their next step. They bound Jesus, led him away, and
took him to Pilate, the Roman governor.

Pilate asked Jesus, “Are you the king of the Jews?”
Jesus replied, “You have said it.”

Then the leading priests kept accusing him of many crimes, and Pilate asked him, “Aren’t
you going to answer them? What about all these charges they are bringing against you?” But
Jesus said nothing, much to Pilate’s surprise.

Now it was the governor’s custom each year during the Passover celebration to release one
prisoner—anyone the people requested. One of the prisoners at that time was Barabbas, a
revolutionary who had committed murder in an uprising. The crowd went to Pilate and asked
him to release a prisoner as usual.

“Would you like me to release to you this ‘King of the Jews™?” Pilate asked. (For he realized
by now that the leading priests had arrested Jesus out of envy.) But at this point the leading
priests stirred up the crowd to demand the release of Barabbas instead of Jesus. Pilate asked
them, “Then what should | do with this man you call the king of the Jews?”

They shouted back, “Crucify him!”
“Why?” Pilate demanded. “What crime has he committed?”
But the mob roared even louder, “Crucify him!”

So to pacify the crowd, Pilate released Barabbas to them. He ordered Jesus flogged with a
lead-tipped whip, then turned him over to the Roman soldiers to be crucified.

The soldiers took Jesus into the courtyard of the governor’s headquarters (called the
Praetorium) and called out the entire regiment. They dressed him in a purple robe, and they
wove thorn branches into a crown and put it on his head. Then they saluted him and taunted,
“Haill King of the Jews!” And they struck him on the head with a reed stick, spit on him, and
dropped to their knees in mock worship. When they were finally tired of mocking him, they
took off the purple robe and put his own clothes on him again. Then they led him away to be
crucified.

Morning Gospel: Mark 15:21-47

A passerby named Simon, who was from Cyrene, was coming in from the countryside just
then, and the soldiers forced him to carry Jesus’ cross. (Simon was the father of Alexander
and Rufus.) And they brought Jesus to a place called Golgotha (which means “Place of the
Skull”). They offered him wine drugged with myrrh, but he refused it.

Then the soldiers nailed him to the cross. They divided his clothes and threw dice to decide
who would get each piece. It was nine o’clock in the morning when they crucified him. A sign
was fastened to the cross, announcing the charge against him. It read, “The King of the Jews.”
Two revolutionaries were crucified with him, one on his right and one on his left.

The people passing by shouted abuse, shaking their heads in mockery. “Ha! Look at you
now!” they yelled at him. “You said you were going to destroy the Temple and rebuild it in
three days. Well then, save yourself and come down from the cross!”

The leading priests and teachers of religious law also mocked Jesus. “He saved others,” they
scoffed, “but he can’t save himselfl Let this Messiah, this King of Israel, come down from the
cross so we can see it and believe him!” Even the men who were crucified with Jesus ridiculed
him.

At noon, darkness fell across the whole land until three o’'clock. Then at three o’clock Jesus
called out with a loud voice, “Eloi, Eloi, lema sabachthani?” which means “My God, my God,
why have you abandoned me?”

Some of the bystanders misunderstood and thought he was calling for the prophet Elijah.

One of them ran and filled a sponge with sour wine, holding it up to him on a reed stick so he
could drink. “Wait!” he said. “Let’s see whether Elijah comes to take him down!”
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Then Jesus uttered another loud cry and breathed his last. And the curtain in the sanctuary
of the Temple was torn in two, from top to bottom.

When the Roman officer who stood facing him saw how he had died, he exclaimed, “This
man truly was the Son of God!”

Some women were there, watching from a distance, including Mary Magdalene, Mary (the
mother of James the younger and of Joseph), and Salome. They had been followers of Jesus
and had cared for him while he was in Galilee. Many other women who had come with him to
Jerusalem were also there.

This all happened on Friday, the day of preparation, the day before the Sabbath. As evening
approached, Joseph of Arimathea took a risk and went to Pilate and asked for Jesus’ body.
(Joseph was an honored member of the high council, and he was waiting for the Kingdom of
God to come.) Pilate couldn’t believe that Jesus was already dead, so he called for the
Roman officer and asked if he had died yet. The officer confirmed that Jesus was dead, so
Pilate told Joseph he could have the body. Joseph bought a long sheet of linen cloth. Then he
took Jesus’ body down from the cross, wrapped it in the cloth, and laid it in a tomb that had
been carved out of the rock. Then he rolled a stone in front of the entrance. Mary Magdalene
and Mary the mother of Joseph saw where Jesus’ body was laid.

Evening Gospel: Mark 16:1-20

Saturday evening, when the Sabbath ended, Mary Magdalene, Mary the mother of James,
and Salome went out and purchased burial spices so they could anoint Jesus’ body. Very
early on Sunday morning, just at sunrise, they went to the tomb. On the way they were
asking each other, “Who will roll away the stone for us from the entrance to the tomb?” But as
they arrived, they looked up and saw that the stone, which was very large, had already been
rolled aside.

When they entered the tomb, they saw a young man clothed in a white robe sitting on the
right side. The women were shocked, but the angel said, “Don’t be alarmed. You are looking
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for Jesus of Nazareth, who was crucified. He isn’t herel He is risen from the dead! Look, this is
where they laid his body. Now go and tell his disciples, including Peter, that Jesus is going
ahead of you to Galilee. You will see him there, just as he told you before he died.”

The women fled from the tomb, trembling and bewildered, and they said nothing to anyone
because they were too frightened.

[Shorter Ending of Mark]

Then they briefly reported all this to Peter and his companions. Afterward Jesus himself sent
them out from east to west with the sacred and unfailing message of salvation that gives
eternal life. Amen.

[Longer Ending of Mark]

After Jesus rose from the dead early on Sunday morning, the first person who saw him was
Mary Magdalene, the woman from whom he had cast out seven demons. She went to the
disciples, who were grieving and weeping, and told them what had happened. But when she
told them that Jesus was alive and she had seen him, they didn’t believe her.

Afterward he appeared in a different form to two of his followers who were walking from
Jerusalem into the country. They rushed back to tell the others, but no one believed them.

Still later he appeared to the eleven disciples as they were eating together. He rebuked them
for their stubborn unbelief because they refused to believe those who had seen him after he
had been raised from the dead.

And then he told them, “Go into all the world and preach the Good News to

everyone. Anyone who believes and is @ baptized will be saved. But anyone who
refuses to believe will be condemned. These miraculous signs will accompany
those who believe: They will cast out demons in my name, and they will speak in

new languages. They will be able to handle snakes with safety, and if they drink anything
poisonous, it won’t hurt them. They will be able to place their hands on the sick, and they will
be healed.”

When the Lord Jesus had finished talking with them, he was taken up into heaven and sat
down in the place of honor at God’s right hand. And the disciples went everywhere and
preached, and the Lord worked through them, confirming what they said by many miraculous
signs.
